In recent media reports concerning the petitions for bankruptcy protection under Chapter 11 filed by the Archdiocese of San Francisco, the 
Diocese of Oakland, and the Diocese of Santa Rosa, and the recently stated intention of the Diocese of Sacramento to file for bankruptcy 
protection under Chapter 11, the Diocese of Stockton has also been mentioned. The Christian faithful will recall that the Diocese of Stock-
ton filed for bankruptcy protection in 2014 and emerged from the Chapter 11 proceedings in 2017. The Diocese of Stockton is not part of 
any bankruptcy filings currently. 

 

 Because these bankruptcy filings are likely happening due to the large number of sexual abuse claims filed throughout the state, 
Bishop Myron Cotta continues to encourage all people to pray for the survivors of sexual abuse.
