o Love and service emerged as a central theme for the People of God who are truly co-responsible for

o The People of God want to foster a welcoming and inclusive environment within the Church.

» Ongoing formation, catechesis and training for all baptized individuals, including clergy, laity, youth and young adults is of most
importance.

o Participants highlighted the need for lay empowerment and co-responsibility in councils, decision-making bodies and structures
that facilitate the discernment and gifts of the laity.

o One of the difficulties expressed by the participants was the need for clear and complete communication, transparency and
accountability at all levels of Church.

o There was a recognition of the need to be flexible in the adaptation and relevance to the changing needs and realities of the world
while remaining faithful to Church teaching.

o The overall desire of the People of God in the Diocese of Stockton is to be in a loving relationship with Christ and with one

another.
