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The Holy and Penitential Season of Lent

All the days of Lent (and each Friday of the year) are
prescribed days of penance. To this end, our Bishops strongly
recommend fasting and abstinence from meat and
participation in daily Mass during all the weekdays of Lent, as
well as almsgiving, spiritual studies, Lenten devotions

(missions, Stations of the Cross, the rosary), and other

mortifications.
Ash Wednesday and Good Friday are obligatory days of fasting and abstinence from meat.

The norms on fasting are obligatory from age 18 until age 59. When fasting, a person is permitted to eat one full

meal, as well as two smaller meals that together are not equal to a full meal.
In addition, Fridays during Lent are obligatory days of abstinence from meat.
The norms concerning abstinence from meat are required of those who are age 14 and up.

Those that are excused from fasting and abstinence include the physically or mentally ill as well as women who are

pregnant or nursing.

If possible, the fast on Good Friday is continued until the Easter Vigil (on Holy Saturday night) as the "paschal fast"
to honor the suffering and death of the Lord Jesus, and to prepare ourselves to share more fully and celebrate His

Resurrection more readily.
