As you know, we have kicked off our Called and Sent Campaign— A Campaign for the Church for
Tomorrow. This is a diocesan-wide effort to raise $30 million to support seminarian education, our
retired priests, and evangelization of youth and young adults and our parish, Our Lady of the
Assumption.

Protecting our Church for Future Generations

The windows and masonry of the church are in need of resealing, the
roof requires repairs in certain areas, and the gutters are nearing the
end of their lifespan. This necessary maintenance will help prevent
water damage and protect the church building for the future.

A number of families have already stepped forward to pledge their
support to the campaign. As of this writing, we have secured $421,000
towards our goal. That is 52% of our goal!
