BISHOP’S MONTHLY REFLECTION
July 2025
Dear Brothers and Sisters in Christ,

With this month of July, the Confirmation “season” is basically behind me. Thanks be to God, the Confirmation celebrations have
been well attended with large crowds throughout our Diocese of Stockton. The Jubilee Year has truly reflected a sense of hope for
the Church as our youth, young adults, and adults have stepped forward to “be sealed with the Gift of the Holy Spirit.”

For the rest of us who were confirmed many years ago, let us allow each celebration of the Sacrament of Confirmation to offer us
the opportunity to reflect on how we have allowed the Spirit to lead us in our everyday lives. It is the Holy Spirit who inspires us to
embrace the faith that has been handed down to us from Jesus to the Apostles and from the Apostolic times to our present day
and age.

This leads me to one of the powerful and impressive parts of the Rite of the Sacrament of Confirmation: the “Renewal of Baptis-
mal Promises.” The responses of the Confirmandi to the questions that are directed to them are encouraging and hopeful. The “I

do” they profess in regard to their baptismal promises - the fundamental teachings of the Catholic Faith - is quite moving.

This summer would be a good time for all of us to ponder and renew our baptismal promises as Catholics. Here are the ques-
tions related to the promises of baptism. As we repeat these promises, let us be renewed as we take some summer leisure time
away to be spiritually refreshed.

The first question challenges us to take a stance against all that is not of God and his love. It is a renunciation of the enemy, the
Adversary—Satan. In order to proclaim that we belong to the Kingdom of God, we must renounce all that belongs to the king-
dom that stands against and confronts God’s Kingdom. We have the assurance that, as the baptized, we have power over the ene-
my! So, then, let us prayerfully ponder the first question:

Do you renounce Satan, and all his works and all his empty promises?

I do.

Once we reconfirm and renew our stance against the enemy, then, we are ready to profess what we believe. So, take your time and
reflect on the following questions:

Do you believe in God, the Father Almighty,

Creator of heaven and earth?
I do.

Do you believe in Jesus Christ, his only Son, our Lord,
who was born of the Virgin Mary, suffered death,

and was buried, rose again from the dead

and is seated at the right hand of the Father?

I do.



Do you believe in the Holy Spirit, the Lord, the giver of life,
who today through the Sacrament of Confirmation is given to you in a special way

just as he was given to the Apostles on the day of Pentecost?

I do.

Do you believe in the holy catholic Church, the communion of saints,
the forgiveness of sin,

the resurrection of the body, and life everlasting?

I do.

Then, in conclusion to this part of the Rite of Confirmation, I, as the bishop, state the following: “This is our faith. This is the faith
of the Church. We are proud to profess it in Christ Jesus our Lord.” Amen.

My brothers and sisters, this summer let us be refreshed, and spiritually renewed, as we recall the day that changed the trajectory of
our lives and our eternal future - the day of our Baptism. That day when our parents approached and asked the Church for the
precious gift of Salvation for us - their sons and daughters.

Let us be renewed in spirit: in the name of our God who is Father, Son, and Holy Spirit! Amen.

May your summer be a time of spiritual revival as we renew our baptismal promises and recall the refreshing and life-giving waters of

Baptism!
