Passiontide and the Veiling of Sacred Images 

 

The final two weeks of preparation before the Sacred Paschal Triduum are traditionally called “Passiontide.”  During this 

time, the Church’s liturgy becomes more intense and focused on the approaching suffering and death of Our Lord. The 

readings, prayers, and tone all draw us more deeply into the mystery of the Passion. 

One of the most striking traditions of Passiontide is the veiling of statues, crucifixes, and sacred images in our churches. 

This practice is rooted in the Gospel of John 8:59, where, after a growing conflict with the people, Jesus “hid Himself and 

went out of the temple.” As Christ withdraws from public view in the Gospel, so too His image is hidden from our sight in 

the church.  This veiling serves as a kind of spiritual “fasting of the eyes.” Just as we fast from food to discipline the body 

and sharpen our spiritual hunger, so the Church invites us to fast from sacred images to deepen our longing to see Christ 

more fully. By temporarily removing these visual aids to devotion, we become more aware of their importance, and more 

eager for their return. 

This makes the unveiling at the Easter Vigil all the more powerful. When the images are uncovered, it reflects the joy of the 

Resurrection and the renewed vision of faith given to us through the Risen Christ.  In this way, Passiontide calls us to enter 

more fully into the mystery of Christ’s hiddenness, His suffering, and ultimately, His triumph. 

We warmly invite you to share the beauty of 

your garden this Easter by donating calla lilies 

from your garden. Please bring your flowers to 

the back of the New Church on Holy Saturday 

between 8 AM and 9 AM.
